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From Haiku to Seferis and Lorenzatos: A Unique Group Exhibition in Kifisia

Artflyer is a landmark art space in Kifisia that was once the residence of Zissimos Lorenzatos. Since
2021, it has been repurposed to provide a welcoming space for the activities of the dynamic research
network artflyer.net. Initiated by Alexia Antsakli—Vardinoyanni, the project aims to strengthen the
Athenian public's relationship with contemporary art while also providing a platform for emerging

artists.

In early June, an intriguing exhibition opened with the enigmatic title "5-7-5". This is a group exhibition
of 24 contemporary Greek visual artists, inspired by the poetic form of haiku and the literary legacy

of George Seferis and Zissimos Lorenzatos himself. One might wonder what link exists between the
minimalist, contemplative form of the Japanese haiku and the literary and philosophical heritage of the
Nobel Prize-winning poet and the writer, literary critic, and thinker who was a unique figure in Greek

intellectual life.

Let’s start with the title, which refers to the structure of a haiku: three lines with a syllabic rhythm of 5-
7-5. It is the shortest and most concise form of poetry in the global tradition. Its purpose is precision
through an economy of expression, focused on nature and timelessness. The elegance of haiku
moved the West, which discovered it in the mid-20th century, first in the English-speaking world and

then across Europe.

This exhibition centers around a letter from Seferis to Lorenzatos, in which the poet reflects on a
haiku by Matsuo Basho and refers to the advice Basho gave to his student, Kikaku. The Greek poet
applied this approach in his own work, most notably in his poem Thrush, seeking to transform his

poetic voice into a field of renewal and inner clarity.

Lorenzatos, in turn, also experimented with the haiku form, writing a series of 24 poems (one for each
letter of the Greek alphabet), which were gathered in the collection Alfavitari ("Alphabet Book"). In the
group exhibition "5-7-5", the twenty-four participating artists respond to the models of Basho and

Seferis through works of painting, sculpture, photography, and installation. Each piece functions like a

haiku, a meditation on light, transformation, and the dynamics of inner or collective change.

Under the curation of Alexia Antsakli-Vardinoyanni, a new visual alphabet is presented: 24 visual

explorations organized into six thematic units inspired by Lorenzatos’s haiku



orientation, desire, ephemeral, rhythm, transformation, and memory. Haiku in both form and spirit,

these works express surprise, light, and change.

Among the participating artists are representatives from all generations, from Marina
Karella, Alexandra Athanassiades, and Manolis Charos, to Olga Alexopoulou, Zetta Antsakli, Dimitrios
Antonitsis, Kostis Velonis, Maria Joannou, Eugenia Livanou, lliodora Margellos, Irini Miga, Olga

Migliaressi-Phoca, Nikolaos De Gréce, Malvina Panagiotidi, Rallou Panagiotou, Angelos Plessas, and
more.
